 This wine sparkles with bright, 

ruby color. The nose, ripe and for-

ward, is an aromatic blend of vio-

lets, cassis, and black cherry.  A 

complex palate starts with cassis, 

then warming to plumy cherry and 

blueberry fruit. The finish continues 

the interplay of the fruit and terroir, 

framed in by notes of toasted al-

monds and vanilla bean. A wine
